The Sermon                        The Rev. Nancy L. Threadgill 

 During this season after Epiphany, we learn more about the 

beginnings of Jesus’ ministry. Last week we heard Jesus’ interactions 

with Philip and Nathanael from the Gospel of John. This week we hear 

from the Gospel of Mark about Jesus calling Andrew, Simon, James 

and John. I couldn’t help but compare these stories to our new 

President putting together his cabinet for his new administration.  

Jesus had a distinct advantage.  All he had to say was “follow me” and 

the men dropped everything and followed him.  He did not have to 

have them vetted or approved by Congress.  He did not have to 

consider their party affiliation, educational background, or political 

contacts.  Jesus found people he thought would work with him and 

asked them to join in his ministry, and they gladly did.   

 Also, did you notice that the word “immediately” is used twice 

in the seven verses that were read this morning?  Mark does not like to 

mess around.  He is telling the Good News of Jesus Christ and he is in 

a hurry to do it.  He doesn’t give us a lot of detail and he uses words 

like “immediately” to express the urgency of Jesus short ministry in 

this world.  In this case, the new disciples drop everything right then 

and there to follow the new prophet into a life where they are to 

become “fishers of people” instead of fish.  

 You know, Jesus calls each of us every day.  Usually, it’s not 

for a big thing like he called the disciples, although it can be.  Every 

deacon, priest or bishop that you talk to has a story to tell about their 

call to ministry.  Most of you have heard mine so I won’t repeat it 

today.  However, my response to that call was not immediate.  I did 

not drop everything right away to follow Jesus’ path.  I was hesitant 

and took my time.  Most, but not all, ordained ministers have similar 

stories. 

 Jesus’ call to each of us every day is usually for something 

small.  It may be to help someone with groceries.  It may be to help 

someone who has fallen.  It may be to just listen to a friend or family 

member.  It may just be to say “Hi” or “Good morning” to a passing 

stranger.  (I would say to smile at a stranger but it’s hard to see just a 

smile with a mask on.  Now I find myself actually saying something so 

that the other person knows that I am wishing them well.}  It may be 

to pray for a situation that needs God’s help.  Anytime you or I do or 

say something that benefits someone else, we are answering Jesus’ call 

to follow him.  My prayer for all of us is that we listen for that call 

every day and follow just as Andrew, Simon, James, John, Philip and 

Nathanael did.   Amen
