Now concerning food sacrificed to idols: we know that “all of us
possess knowledge.” Knowledge puffs up, but love builds up. Anyone
who claims to know something does not yet have the necessary
knowledge; but anyone who loves God is known by him.

Hence, as to the eating of food offered to idols, we know that “no idol
in the world really exists,” and that “there is no God but one.” Indeed,
even though there may be so-called gods in heaven or on earth—as in
fact there are many gods and many lords— yet for us there is one God,
the Father, from whom are all things and for whom we exist, and one
Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom are all things and through whom we
exist.

It is not everyone, however, who has this knowledge. Since some have
become so accustomed to idols until now, they still think of the food
they eat as food offered to an idol; and their conscience, being weak, is
defiled. “Food will not bring us close to God.” We are no worse off if
we do not eat, and no better off if we do. But take care that this liberty
of yours does not somehow become a stumbling block to the

weak. For if others see you, who possess knowledge, eating in the
temple of an idol, might they not, since their conscience is weak, be
encouraged to the point of eating food sacrificed to idols? So by your
knowledge those weak believers for whom Christ died are

destroyed. But when you thus sin against members of your family, and
wound their conscience when it is weak, you sin against

Christ. Therefore, if food is a cause of their falling, |1 will never eat
meat, so that | may not cause one of them to fall.

The Sermon The Rev. Nancy L. Threadqgill

As the Gospel of Mark moves right along, we have heard of
Jesus calling disciples to his side by simply saying “Follow me”. Now
we hear of Jesus teaching in the synagogue at Capernaum and the
people who heard him speak are amazed at his manner. They
recognize that he is speaking with the authority of God. Then Jesus
casts out a demon and the people see even more evidence of Jesus’
authority. They look in wonder at his ability to command unclean
spirits and, even more important, those spirits obey him! The demon
in this case even says “I know who you are, the Holy One of God.”

Immediately upon leaving the synagogue that day, the people
went out and starting talking among themselves about this stranger
who taught them with such authority and even cast out demons. Mark
tells us that his fame began to spread throughout Galilee. In those
days it would have taken days or weeks for this knowledge to be
spread about. Can you imagine what that would be like today? Even
before leaving the synagogue, the news would be spread using smart
phones and tablets and repeated instantaneously via Facebook, twitter

and other social media. It would be picked up by news feeds around
the world. The information would be fact checked and many would
believe it and many would not. The person from whom the unclean
spirit had been cast would be interviewed over and over again. The
unclean spirit would be searched for and interviewed, if found. 1
shutter to even think about it.

Would this information about Jesus be used for good or for
evil? Would his authority be recognized at face value or would it be
questioned until the story is blown way out of proportion? Would we
take Jesus at face value today or not? | think it takes faith to answer
that question. Stay tuned.
