Today’s Gospel passage is an example of Jesus praying to
God for the protection of his disciples especially after he leaves them
upon his ascension. Jesus knows that they will be find life to be
difficult without him being nearby. Jesus knows that they will need to
be supported to do the work he expects them to do. Jesus knows that
some people will believe what they say and do and some people will
not. Jesus’ own experience of life on earth has taught him that those
called to the work of God cannot do it alone.



As Christians, we are like the disciples in that we live our lives
as examples of Christ to everyone we meet. We love God and love
our neighbors as Jesus loves us. Unfortunately, that manner of life can
be hard and sometimes we find ourselves at odds with family, friends
and neighbors because of it. We also cannot do it alone. Jesus prayer
IS meant to be for us as well as his disciples. He asks God to protect us
and guard us and sanctify us in God’s truth. | find that comforting.

Unfortunately, too frequently, I try to do this work alone. |
neglect to ask God for help. | neglect keeping my relationship with
God and Jesus fresh. | neglect to ask for help from you or anyone
when | get in over my head. That has gotten me in trouble more than
once. You would think that | would learn. But that is why this prayer
from Jesus is so important. You and I don’t have to do everything
ourselves. Jesus has already asked God for help on my behalf and
yours.
